Such breaks allow time for reading, hobbies, exercise, or enjoying
nature. These activities reduce stress and restore focus, making people more energetic and
creative afterward. Ultimately, progress in the digital era does not mean being constantly online,
but knowing when to disconnect. Taking time off is not laziness but a smart choice to protect
mental health, relationships, and productivity. Technology is a useful servant but a harmful

master. By regaining control over it, people can lead healthier and more satisfying lives.
